PROCEDURE FOR SUBMITTING AND CONSIDERING (WITH
RESPECT TO CONFIDENTIALITY) REPORTS ABOUT CASES OF
BULLYING (HARASSMENT) AT THE POLTAVA UNIVERSITY OF
ECONOMICS AND TRADE

GENERAL POSITION

1. This Procedure has been developed in accordance with the Law of
Ukraine "On Amendments to Certain Legislative Acts of Ukraine on Counteracting
Bullying™ ( https://zakon.rada.gov.ua/laws/show/265 7-19#Text .) and the Order
"Some issues of responding to cases of bullying and the application of educational
measures in educational institutions" No. 1646 of December 28, 2019
( https://zakon.rada.gov.ua/laws/show/z0111-20#Text ).

2. This Procedure defines the procedure for filing and reviewing complaints

regarding incidents of bullying.

3. Applicants may be education applicants, their parents/legal representatives,

employees of the institution, and other individuals.

4. The applicant ensures the accuracy and completeness of the information

provided.

5. In this Procedure, the terms are used in the following meanings:

Bullying (harassment) — acts (actions or inactions) of participants in the

educational process consisting of psychological, physical, economic, or

sexual violence, including through the use of electronic communications,
committed against a minor or underage person (or) against other participants
in the educational process, which could result in harm to the victim's health.

Typical signs of bullying (harassment) are:

. * systematicity (repetition) of the action;

. the presence of parties — the offender (buler), the victim (bullying
victim), observers (if available);

. actions or inactions of the perpetrator, the consequence of which is the
infliction of mental and/or physical harm, humiliation, fear, anxiety, subordination
of the victim to the interests of the perpetrator, and/or causing social isolation of
the victim.

SUBMITTING A REPORT ABOUT BULLYING (HARASSMENT)

1. Students, employees and teachers, parents and other participants in the
educational process who become aware of cases of bullying, cyber-bullying in
which they have participated or witnessed, or suspect its commission in relation to
other persons based on external signs, or about which they have received reliable
information from other persons, are required to notify the Head of the institution.
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In the case of education, a statement or report about a case of bullying or suspicion
of its commission is received by the Head of the institution.

2. Notifications may be submitted orally and/or in writing, including using
electronic means of communication.

3. Consideration and impartial clarification of the circumstances of cases of
bullying (harassment), cyber-bullying is carried out in accordance with the
applications submitted by the applicants about cases of bullying (harassment),
cyber-bullying (hereinafter referred to as the Application).

4. The reception and registration of submitted Applications is carried out by
the responsible person, and in his/her absence, by the vice-rector.

5. The applications are registered in a separate logbook for registering
applications about bullying incidents. The form and sample content of the
Application are published on the official website.

6. The date of submission of Applications is the date of their acceptance

7. .Applications are reviewed by the head of the institution with
confidentiality.

8. The manager, upon receipt of a Statement or Notification of a bullying
incident:

- immediately, within a period not exceeding one day, notify the territorial
body (unit) of the National Police of Ukraine of at least one of the parents or other
legal representatives of a minor or underage person who has become a party to
bullying (harassment);

- iIf necessary, calls an emergency medical team (ambulance) to provide
emergency medical care;

- notifies the children's service in order to resolve the issue of social
protection of a minor or minor who has become the party to bullying (harassment),
clarifying the reasons that led to the bullying (harassment) incident and taking
measures to eliminate such reasons; notifies the center of social services for
families, children and youth in order to assess the needs of the parties to bullying
(harassment), determine social services and social work methods, provide
psychological support and provide social services;

- the commission convenes a meeting to consider the bullying case no later

than three working days from the date of receipt of the application or

notification.

Responsible Person
1. The responsible person is an employee of the educational institution.
2. The responsible person's responsibilities include receiving and registering
applications and notifying the head of the institution.
3. The responsible person is appointed by order of the rector.
4. Information about the responsible person and their contact phone number is
published on the official website of the institution.



Commission for the consideration of cases of bullying and cyberbullying

1. Based on the results of considering the Application, the head of the
institution issues a decision to conduct an investigation into cases of bullying
(harassment) and cyberbullying, identifying authorized persons (commissions).The
composition of the commission is approved by order of the rector. The commission
performs its duties on a permanent basis.

2. The commission includes pedagogical (scientific and pedagogical)
employees, including a practical psychologist and social educator (if available) of
the educational institution, representatives of the children's service and the center
of social services for families, children and youth.

3. Parents or other legal representatives of minor or underage parties to
bullying (harassment) may be involved in the commission meeting upon consent,
as may parties to bullying (harassment) and representatives of other entities
responding to cases of bullying (harassment) in an educational institution.

4. The Commission in its activities is guided by the principles of legality;
rule of law; respect and observance of human rights and freedoms; impartial
attitude towards the parties to bullying; openness and transparency; confidentiality
and protection of personal data; immediate response; comprehensive approach to
considering a case of bullying; zero tolerance for bullying and recognition of its
social danger And also ensures compliance with the requirements of the laws of
Ukraine "On Information” and "On Personal Data Protection™.

5. During the Commission meeting, the Commission Secretary shall keep
minutes of the Commission meeting in the form in accordance with Appendix A to
these Procedures, which shall be drawn up by order of the head of the educational
institution.

6. The Chairman of the Commission informs the participants in the
educational process of the decisions of the Commission in accordance with the
minutes of the meeting and monitors their implementation.

7. The term for the Commission to consider an application or notification
about a case of bullying in an educational institution and to perform its tasks shall
not exceed ten working days from the date of receipt of the application or
notification by the head of the educational institution.

8. The decisions of the Commission are made by a majority of its members
and are registered in a separate journal, stored in paper form with the original
signatures of all members of the Commission.

9. The victim or his/her representative may immediately contact the
authorized bodies of the National Police of Ukraine (Juvenile police) and the
Children's Service to report cases of bullying.

10. Parents are obliged to comply with the decisions and recommendations of

the Commission.

Deadlines for submitting and considering applications

1. The applicants are required to immediately notify the head of the
institution of any incidents of bullying (harassment) or cyber-bullying, and also
submit an Application.



2. The decision to conduct an investigation with the identification of
authorized persons is issued within one business day from the date of submission
of the Application.

3. Investigation of bullying cases by authorized persons is carried out within
three working days from the date of issuance of the decision to conduct an
investigation.

4. Based on the results of the investigation, a Commission is established
within one working day and its meeting is scheduled for a specific date, but no
later than 3 working days after the Commission is established.

5. The head of the institution is obliged to notify the authorized bodies of the
National Police (Juvenile prevention) and the Children's Service about a case of
bullying (harassment) or cyber-bullying qualified by the Commission within one
day.



Appendix A

PROCEDURE

for responding to proven cases of bullying (harassment), cyberbullying at
Poltava University of Economics and Trade
General provisions

1. This Procedure has been developed in accordance with the Law of
Ukraine "On Amendments to Certain Legislative Acts of Ukraine on Counteracting
Bullying (Harassment) and Cyberbullying."

2. This Procedure defines the procedure for responding to proven cases of
bullying in the institution.

Responding to proven cases of bullying

. 1. Based on the decision of the commission for reviewing cases of
bullying, which has classified the case as bullying, and not a one-off conflict or
quarrel, i.e., the corresponding actions are of a systematic nature, the Head of the
institution:

. notifies the authorized units of the National Police of Ukraine
(Juvenile prevention) and service and the Children's Service about cases of
bullying in an educational institution;

. ensures the implementation of measures to provide social and
psychological and pedagogical services to students who have committed bullying,
witnessed it, or suffered from bullying (harassment) (hereinafter referred to as the
Measures).

2. The measures are carried out by a social educator in collaboration with a
practical psychologist of the educational institution and are approved by the head
of the institution.

3. In order to implement the Measures, consultation hours with a practical
psychologist and social educator can be introduced, trust boxes can be created, and
hotlines can be made public.

Responsibility of persons involved in bullying

1. Liability for bullying is established by Article 173-4 of the Code of
Ukraine on Administrative Offenses, which reads as follows:

"Bullying, i.e. acts of participants in the educational process that consist of
psychological, physical, economic, sexual violence, including with the use of
electronic communications, committed against a minor or underage person or by
such a person against other participants in the educational process, as a result of
which harm could have been or has been caused to the mental or physical health of
the victim, - entails the imposition of a fine of fifty to one hundred tax-free
minimum incomes of citizens or community service for a period of twenty to forty
hours.



The action provided for in the first part of this article, committed by a group
of persons or repeatedly within a year after the imposition of an administrative
penalty entails the imposition of a fine of one hundred to two hundred tax-free
minimum incomes of citizens or community service for a period of forty to sixty
hours.

The act provided for in Part One of this Article, committed by minors or
minors aged from fourteen to sixteen years, - entails the imposition of a fine on
parents or persons replacing them, from fifty-one hundred tax-free minimum
incomes of citizens or community service for a period of twenty to forty hours.

The act provided for in Part Two of this Article, committed by a minor or
underage person aged fourteen to sixteen years shall entail the imposition of a fine
on parents or persons replacing them, from one hundred to two hundred tax-free
minimum incomes of citizens, or community service for a term of forty to sixty
hours.

Failure of the head of an educational institution to notify the authorized
person to the units of the National Police of Ukraine about cases of bullying
(harassment) of a participant in the educational process, shall entail the imposition
of a fine of fifty to one hundred tax-free minimum incomes of citizens or
corrective labor for a term of up to one month with a deduction of up to twenty
percent of earnings.
